General Description:

Harbourfront Adventures is going back to New Zealand! This time around, our focus will be
to explore the beauty of New Zealand the best way we know how - through paddling. The
predominant activity will be kayaking which will allow us to see all the best this country has
to offer from the perspective of its majestic waters that surround and inhabit the country.
We will also exercise our legs by venturing on what some consider the single best day-hikes
in this world. Not to be outdone - we’ll also spend a morning swimming with dusky
dolphins in their natural environment. Lodging will be a mix of cabins and camping
depending on our location. Typically, participants will share a room with another participant
and have their own bed. A typical paddling day will be 5-6 hours with a lunch break and
rest stops along the way.

How this trip is set-up:

The following is an itinerary of activities that we reserve the right to alter to ensure the
most enjoyable experience for all participants. We might switch things around because of
weather or unforeseen circumstances. Please note that more details will be provided at our
standard Pre-Trip meeting - Held December 2010 (TBD) at the Harbourfront Canoe and
Kayak Centre. If you are unable to attend - a phone call will be arranged to discuss the
items of the meeting. As a note to all interested — New Zealand is a large country spanning
two Islands and the distance between spots is significant. This itinerary is designed to take
in all the best spots while minimizing time and days required for travel. All accommodations
and most meals are included.

General Itinerary — New Zealand
Day 1: Arrivals - Dunedin International Airport (Sun. February 13th, 2011)

Pickup group at Airport! The goal here is to keep everyone awake as the jet lag will hit
quick but is best tackled by trying to stay up as late as possible the first night. We will take
a scenic train ride toward the Taieri River Gorge.

Lodging: Motel/Cabin (Meals: D)
Day 2 - 5: Fjordlands - Doubtful and Milford Sound

We will make our way to the west coast to the gateway town of Te Anau. This small town is
at the centre of some of the best multi-day hikes in the country. We'll start our paddling on
Day 3 in probably my favourite area in New Zealand - both Doubtful and Milford Sound
offers a spectacular view of the fjords in the Southwest Coast of the Southern Island. We
will overnight in Doubtful Sound and then follow it with a kayaking day trip in Milford Sound.

Lodging: Cabins, Camping (Meals: 3B; 3L; 3D)

Day 6: Queenstown

Some call this the adrenaline capital of the world. We will do the beautiful drive to
Queenstown where you’'ll have the afternoon to explore and potentially get yourself in some
trouble. You’re on your own for dinner tonight - for the Pizza lovers, I recommend the Cow.
Lodging: Motel (Meals: 1B; 1L)

Day 7 - 8: Franz Josef and Okarito Lagoon

We have a long drive to our next paddling destination — the Okarito Lagoon, the largest
unmodified wetland in New Zealand where we hope to catch site of the Kotuku (Great Egret
extinct everywhere else in New Zealand). We will stop just before Okarito to take a peek at
Franz Josef glacier — a glacier that sits amongst a rainforest.

Lodging: House/Motel (Meals: 2B;2L;2D)
Day 9 - 11: Abel Tasman

We continue north to the town of Motueka where we prep for 2 days of kayaking in Abel
Tasman National Park. We will take a water taxi out to our starting point and make our way
to our evenings accommodation - the beautiful Awaroa Lodge, an eco-lodge located right
inside the park. We will then paddle out of the park the next day and drive to our evening’s
rest spot in the coastal town of Picton.

Lodging: Cabin, Eco-Lodge, Motel (Meals: 3B; 3L;2D)
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Day 12 - 13: Marlborough Sounds and Dusky Dolphins

We're right back into the boats where we will do a day paddle in Marlborough Sounds.
Aside from the wonderful scenery, we hope to see an abundance of sea life. The sound is
the backdrop to the Queen Charlotte Track — one of New Zealand’s Great Walks. EARLY
next morning, we will drive to Kaikoura to go on a snorkel with Dusky Dolphins in their
natural environment. This isn't Sea World — we are out there to entertain the dolphins!
We'll be back in Picton in the evening.

Lodging: Motel/Cabins/Motel (Meals: 2B; 1L;2D)
Day 14 - 16: Onto the North Island - Whanganui River

Enjoy the scenery as we take the trip to the North Island on the Ferry. We will make our
way to our take off point of the Whanganui River (the only Great Walk designation that is
actually a paddle). We will do an overnight two-day paddle in this serene and peaceful
river.

Lodging: 2 Motel/ 1 Camping (Meals: 3B;2L;2D)
Day 17 - 18: Rest Day and the Tongariro Crossing

We will be based in Taupo for a couple of days — we will have a two-day window to try and
do one of the best day hikes in all the world. The Tongariro Crossing is a long full day hike
which offers spectacular views - this was the backdrop to Mordor in the Lord of the Rings
movies. The weather here is often cloudy so we will need to have good timing to get this
hike in. The other day will be free for you to do whatever the heck you like! Wine tours to
Hawkes Bay are quite popular. On the day of the hike — we will finish at some Hot Spring
Pools.

Lodging: Motel (Meals: 2B; 1L;1D)
Day 19 - 20: Rotorua and Waitomo

On our way to Rotorua, we will visit a Geothermal Park where you can see Geysers,
Mudpools and test to see how long you can hold your breath! We will then have the
afternoon to take in some local sights before we gather again for a cultural evening dinner
and show. As we make our way to Auckland - we’ll stop in Waitomo to visit the glowworms
and explore some cave formations. We will then make our way to our downtown Auckland
hotel.

Lodging: Motel (Meals: 2B;2L; 1D)
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Day 21 - 22: Auckland and Home!

You will be given the next day or so before we fly home to check out the largest city in New
Zealand. For those who haven’t had enough paddling — there are some local paddling
options here. The Aquarium is also a nice visit. Hopefully, we will all gather on our last
night for a farewell to New Zealand meal.
